Background

Starting with one village in 2012 due to the efforts of late Shree Anilbhai Patel, Founder
President of Ganpat University and on field support from AIREP VolunTeachers, Ganpat
University decided to kick start a unique student movement called Ganpat VolunTeacher
Movement (GVM) - a movement which empowers the college students to impart basic
education to the kids of the surrounding villages.

GVM is a program - not an organization - under which we appeal students to “spend one
day per week for nation building”. Following the words of late Shree Anilbhai Patel that
knowledge should not be bound in four walls of the university campus and that, it is the
responsibility of Ganpat University to ensure that villages in and around Mehsana benefit from
it; GVM has started working for the upliftment of 9 villages. The effort is to empower rural
populace by developing a teachable point of view that promotes innovative ways of sharing
knowledge and resources.

GVM has continuously stood out from other social programs undertaken by various other
educational institutes in the sense that it establishes a long term relationship between the
VolunTeachers and the kids spanning at least 5 to 10 years for at least 35 Sundays a year such
that perceivable improvement in Education Standards can be brought about. Students
registering for GVM pass through a rigorous 4 Sundays training program and are later deployed
in the designated village for VolunTeaching.

Time Frame

Starting on 16™ September 2012, with a small team of 7 Ganpat VolunTeachers (GVTs),
GVM placed its initial footsteps in Mulsan village towards the process of Nation building. Within
no time, the movement stretched from one to eight villages covering 29 “vaas” and imparting
knowledge to around 1000+ kids with a strong team of 150+ on field GVTs and 350+ Alumni
GVTs.

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GVM Activities

too want to know how the GVTs spent their week in college and hostel. After that, GVTs try to
bring out some hidden quality in kids by means of arts, crafts or many other ways. Then starts
the academic teaching wherein the kids are taught school subjects, sometimes in a unique way.
After a rigorous session of VolunTeaching, it’s time to play some games. And at last, we pay
tribute to Mother India, by singing Vande Mataram as it is on her land that we stand

2. Cultural Program

Knowledge is not limited to Science, English and Math’s. Creativity is also a form of
knowledge. And what other occasion is better than an annual day in village where kids showcase
their talents in front of their parents and whole village. Various dances, songs and plays are
performed, sometimes highlighting a particular social issue, hence trying to bring about an
intended positive change in the society.

3. Exposure Visits

Classroom learning is theoretical learning; hence, to cater practical worldly knowledge to
kids and expose them to various surroundings, kids are taken to various places such as Kankaria
Lake, Mahatma Mandir and Indroda Park, Science city etc. This gives the kids opportunity to
think beyond their imagination and inspire them to achieve something big in life.

Apart from Sunday teaching sessions, there are separate shibirs held for VolunTeachers.
The VolunTeachers learn more about themselves, the nation and innovative ways to teach the

The
prizes are distributes with winners and also give some small prize to every participant for
participating in games.

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Impact

Though the main motto of the program is to educate the kids and make them self-reliant,
but it is very much observed that the VolunTeachers too get benefitted from the program. Some
get clarity about their future, while others get to know their strengths and limitations; but the
most important of all, which is realize by each and every VolunTeacher is the importance of
Education. It was also observed that after joining the movement and realizing the plight of kids
and realizing what wealth the University and their parents had bestowed upon them in the form
of knowledge, the academic graph of the students grew drastically. Above all, GVM is a tool to
inculcate a better understanding of the society and a sense of responsibility towards the nation
among GVTs.

Future Perspective

It has been six years since the initiation of GVM and ever since its initial footsteps; it has
been a constant effort of the VolunTeachers to involve more and more villagers in the
movement. Now that some of the kids have completed their schooling, it would now be an
effort of the GVTs to motivate them for further studies and create a better future for themselves
and their family and society.
